Filled with psychological complexities, magic, 

and poetic allusions to classical Chinese literature, The Walking 

Boy explores the intrigue of inner alchemy while exorcising the 

ghosts of history.

Lydia Kwa has published four novels and two books of poetry. She lives and 

works in Vancouver as a writer and psychologist. The Walking Boy is the second 

novel in the chuanji series, following Oracle Bone (Arsenal Pulp Press, 2017).
